The 900-hour massage program is a more advanced learning
experience than the minimum 500 hours required by Florida.

There are several advantages to our 900-hour program. Foremost
is cost.

In this program students will perform a minimum of 300 massages
in Alpha's public massage clinic. The massage clinic allows us to
waive the normal $9,000 tuition that would be charged for this
program. Instead of students paying for their education Alpha's
massage clients pay it for them. This benefits the students in two
ways: cost and experience. You will not owe student loans when
you graduate from Alpha. Your education will be paid for and your
first professional massage client will be paying you and not your
student loans. Second, your resume will be superb with at least

In this program students will perform a wide variety of services
throughout the 350 hours in Alpha's public esthetics skin care
clinic.
